The NEC requires that cable trays must be supported by members at
an interval specified by the cable tray manufacturer, but not more than 5 feet
for horizontal runs to support the weight of the cables and other loads. The
NEC has a requirement for ladder-type cable trays. The selection of
appropriate tray width depends on calculating the total cross-sectional area.

Traditionally, it has been recommended to install

brackets approximately every 1 to 1.5 meters

along the length of the cable tray. However, this

| guideline isn''t set in stone. There are factors to
consider when ...

A maximum of 1.2 meter distance is maintained
between the supports to avoid sagging of cable
trays / ladders. Provide supports at 250 mm from
bends, branches and offsets.

Typical support spacing for steel cable trays
ranges from 1.5 meters to 6 meters depending on
tray size, material gauge, and load conditions.

Aluminum trays, having different material ...
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Center hung tray supports allow for quicker and
easier cable installation by allowing cables to be
deposited into tray systems from each side. There
is @ maximum load capacity per hanger of 318 kg

Make sure supports are spaced properly, typically
1.5 to 3 meters apart, depending on tray type and
load. A poorly mounted tray leads to sagging and

safety risks.

Generally, standard trays require supports every 6
to 10 feet, while heavy-duty, long-span trays can
handle distances of up to 20 feet between
supports. To determine the proper spacing, ...

Normal Spans: These trays must have support
after every 2 or 3 meters. This will involve
purchasing additional hangers and wasting more
time drilling holes in the ceiling.

Make sure duct and duct supports are level, both
vertically and horizontally, and proper spacing is
maintained per design specifications. Check that
the weight of the ducting is distributed evenly ...
