The National Electrical Code provision 110.26
clarifies that electrical boxes must be supplied
with at least 3 feet of free space surrounding them
for safety measures.

A common violation is storing items in front of the
electrical panel, such as furniture, boxes, or
cleaning supplies. This not only blocks access to
the panel but also creates a fire hazard.
