Some applications may require the cable tray to
support the weight of a single, dead object in
addition to the cable loads. Specifications typically
require this to be applied at the midpoint of the
span between ...

Cable tray length is selected based on the load to
be supported, the distance between the supports
(also referred to as the span), and handling and
installation constraints.
