This enclosure defines the precise physical
boundary where the ownership and maintenance
responsibility of the fiber optic cable shifts from
the internet provider to the homeowner.

When these optical fibers are installed or laid out,
a Fiber Termination Box, or FTB, is used to
distribute and protect the optical fiber links in
FTTH networks.

The fiber optic terminal box is the terminal
connector of the fiber optic cable, one end is the
fiber optic cable, and the other is the tail of the
fiber optic cable.
